On March 31,2015, Synta Pharmaceuticals Corp. (the “Company”) entered into an underwriting agreement (the “Underwriting Agreement”) with
Jefferies LLC and Cowen and Company, LLC, as representatives of underwriters named in Schedule A to the Underwriting Agreement (the “Underwriters”),
related to a public offering 0£22,000,000 shares of the Company’s common stock, par value $0.0001 per share (the “Common Stock”), at a public offering
price of $1.75 per share less underwriting discounts and commissions (the “Offering”). Under the terms of the Underwriting Agreement, the Company has
granted the Underwriters an option, exercisable for 30 days, to purchase up to an additional 3,300,000 shares of Common Stock. The Offering is expected to
close on or about April 6,2015, subject to the satisfaction of customary closing conditions.

The gross proceeds to the Company are expected to be approximately $38.5 million, prior to deducting the underwriting discounts and commissions
and estimated expenses associated with the Offering, assuming no exercise by the Underwriters of their option to purchase additional shares.

The Underwriters have allocated an aggregate of 7,257,142 shares of Common Stock in the Offering to certain of the Company’s directors on the
same terms as the other shares that are being offered and sold in the Offering to the public as follows:

e Bruce Kovner, one of the Company’s directors and its largest stockholder who beneficially owns approximately 27.7% of the Company’s
outstanding Common Stock prior to the Offering, will purchase 6,857,142 shares in the Offering through an affiliated entity. Upon
completion of the Offering, Mr. Kovner will beneficially own approximately 28.3% of the Company’s outstanding Common Stock.

e Wyandanch Partners, L.P., which is controlled by Keith R. Gollust, one of the Company’s directors who beneficially owns approximately
3.1% of the Company’s outstanding Common Stock prior to the Offering, will purchase 350,000 shares in the Offering. Upon completion of
the Offering, Mr. Gollust will beneficially own approximately 2.8% of the Company’s outstanding Common Stock.

e  Robert Wilson, one of the Company’s directors who beneficially owns less than 1% of'the Company’s outstanding Common Stock prior to
the Offering, will purchase 50,000 shares in the Offering. Upon completion of the Offering, Mr. Wilson will continue to beneficially own
less than 1% of'the Company’s outstanding Common Stock.

The Offering is being made pursuant to a prospectus supplement dated March 31,2015 and an accompanying prospectus dated May 1,2013,
pursuant to the Company’s shelf registration statement on Form S-3 (File No. 333-187242), which was filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission
(the “Commission”) on March 14,2013 and declared effective by the Commission on May 1, 2013.

A copy of the Underwriting Agreement is filed herewith as Exhibit 1.1 and is incorporated herein by reference. The Underwriting Agreement has
been included to provide investors and security holders with information regarding its terms. It is not intended to provide any other factual information about
the Company. The representations, warranties and covenants contained in the Underwriting Agreement were made only for purposes of such agreement and
as of specific dates, were solely for the benefit of the parties to such agreement, and may be subject to limitations agreed upon by the contracting parties,
including being qualified by confidential disclosures exchanged between the parties in connection with the execution of the Underwriting Agreement. The
representations and warranties may have been made for the purposes of allocating contractual risk between the parties to the agreement instead of
establishing these matters as facts, and may be subject to standards of materiality applicable to the contracting parties that differ from those applicable to
investors. Investors are not third-party beneficiaries under the Underwriting Agreement and should not rely on the representations, warranties and covenants
or any descriptions thereof as characterizations of the actual state of facts or condition of the Company or any of'its subsidiaries or affiliates. Moreover,
information concerning the subject matter of the representations and warranties may change after the date of the Underwriting Agreement, and this
subsequent information may or may not be fully reflected in the Company’s public disclosures.

All of the issued
and outstanding capital stock or other equity or ownership interests of each of the Company’s subsidiaries have been duly authorized and validly issued, are
fully paid and nonassessable and are owned by the Company, directly or through subsidiaries, free and clear of any security interest, mortgage, pledge, lien,
encumbrance or adverse claim, except as set forth in that certain Loan and Security Agreement, dated as of September 30, 2010, as amended to date, by and
among the Company, Synta Securities Corp., General Electric Capital Corporation, and MidCap Funding III, LLC. The Company does not own or control,
directly or indirectly, any corporation, association or other entity




other than the subsidiaries listed in Exhibit 21.1 to the Company’s Annual Report on Form 10-K for the fiscal year ended December 31,2013.

(p) Capitalization and Other Capital Stock Matters. The authorized, issued and outstanding capital stock of the Company is as set forth in the
Registration Statement, the Time of Sale Prospectus and the Prospectus under the captions “Prospectus Supplement Summary — The Offering” and
“Description of Common Stock” (other than for subsequent issuances, if any, pursuant to employee benefit plans, or upon the exercise of outstanding options
or warrants, in each case described in the Registration Statement, the Time of Sale Prospectus and the Prospectus). The Shares (including the Offered Shares)
conform in all material respects to the description thereof contained in the Time of Sale Prospectus.

The Company acknowledges that the
Underwriters and, for purposes of the opinions to be delivered pursuant to Section 6 hereof, counsel to the Company and counsel to the Underwriters, will
rely upon the accuracy and truthfulness of the foregoing representations and hereby consents to such reliance.

Section 2. Purchase, Sale and Delivery of the Offered Shares.
(a) The Firm Shares. Upon the terms herein set forth, the Company agrees to issue and sell to the several Underwriters an aggregate of 22,000,000
Firm Shares. On the basis of the representations, warranties and agreements herein contained, and upon the terms but subject to the conditions herein set

forth, the Underwriters agree, severally and not jointly, to purchase from the Company the respective number of Firm Shares set forth opposite their names on
Schedule A. The purchase price per Firm Share to be paid by the several Underwriters to the Company shall be $1.645 per share.
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(b) The First Closing Date. Delivery of certificates for the Firm Shares to be purchased by the Underwriters and payment therefor shall be made at
the offices of Cooley LLP (or such other place as may be agreed to by the Company and the Representatives) at 9:00 a.m. New York time, on April 6,2015, or
such other time and date not later than 1:30 p.m. New York time, on April 20,2015 as the Representatives shall designate by notice to the Company (the time
and date of such closing are called the “First Closing Date”’). The Company hereby acknowledges that circumstances under which the Representatives may
provide notice to postpone the First Closing Date as originally scheduled include, but are not limited to, any determination by the Company or the
Representatives to recirculate to the public copies of an amended or supplemented Prospectus or a delay as contemplated by the provisions of Section 11.

(¢) The Optional Shares; Option Closing Date. In addition, on the basis of the representations, warranties and agreements herein contained, and
upon the terms but subject to the conditions herein set forth, the Company hereby grants an option to the several Underwriters to purchase, severally and not
jointly, up to an aggregate of 3,300,000 Optional Shares from the Company at the purchase price per share to be paid by the Underwriters for the Firm Shares,
less an amount per share equal to any dividend or distribution declared by the Company and payable on the Firm Shares but not payable on Optional Shares.
The option granted hereunder may be exercised at any time and from time to time in whole or in part upon notice by the Representatives to the Company,
which notice may be given at any time within 30 days from the date of this Agreement. Such notice shall set forth (i) the aggregate number of Optional
Shares as to which the Underwriters are exercising the option and (ii) the time, date and place at which certificates for the Optional Shares will be delivered
(which time and date may be simultaneous with, but not earlier than, the First Closing Date; and in the event that such time and date are simultaneous with
the First Closing Date, the term “First Closing Date” shall refer to the time and date of delivery of certificates for the Firm Shares and such Optional Shares).
Any such time and date of delivery, if subsequent to the First Closing Date, is called an “Option Closing Date,” and shall be determined by the
Representatives and shall not be earlier than three or later than five full business days after delivery of such notice of exercise. If any Optional Shares are to
be purchased, each Underwriter agrees, severally and not jointly, to purchase the number of Optional Shares (subject to such adjustments to eliminate
fractional shares as the Representatives may determine) that bears the same proportion to the total number of Optional Shares to be purchased as the number
of Firm Shares set forth on Schedule A opposite the name of such Underwriter bears to the total number of Firm Shares. The Representatives may cancel the
option at any time prior to its expiration by giving written notice of such cancellation to the Company.

(d) Public Offering of the Offered Shares. The Representatives hereby advise the Company that the Underwriters intend to offer for sale to the
public, initially on the terms set forth in the Registration Statement, the Time of Sale Prospectus and the Prospectus, their respective portions of the Offered
Shares as soon after this Agreement has been executed as the Representatives, in their sole judgment, have determined is advisable and practicable.

(e) Payment for the Offered Shares.

(i) Payment for the Offered Shares shall be made at the First Closing Date (and, if applicable, at each Option Closing Date) by wire transfer
of immediately available funds to the order of the Company.

(ii) It is understood that the Representatives have been authorized, for their own account and the accounts of the several Underwriters, to
accept delivery of and receipt for, and make payment of the purchase price for, the Firm Shares and any Optional Shares the Underwriters have agreed to
purchase. Jefferies and Cowen, each individually and not as the Representatives of the Underwriters, may (but shall not be obligated to) make payment for
any Offered Shares to be purchased by any Underwriter whose funds shall not have been received by the Representatives by the First Closing Date or the
applicable Option Closing Date, as the case may be, for the account of such Underwriter, but any such payment shall not relieve such Underwriter from any of
its obligations under this Agreement.

(f) Delivery of the Offered Shares. The Company shall deliver, or cause to be delivered, through the facilities of The Depository Trust Company
(“DTC”) unless the Representatives shall otherwise instruct, to the Representatives for the accounts of the several Underwriters certificates for the Firm Shares
at the First Closing Date, against the irrevocable release of a wire transfer of immediately available funds for the amount of the purchase price therefor. The
Company shall also deliver, or cause to be delivered, through the facilities of DTC unless the
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Representatives shall otherwise instruct, to the Representatives for the accounts of the several Underwriters, certificates for the Optional Shares the
Underwriters have agreed to purchase at the First Closing Date or the applicable Option Closing Date, as the case may be, against the irrevocable release ofa
wire transfer of immediately available funds for the amount of the purchase price therefor. The certificates for the Offered Shares shall be registered in such
names and denominations as the Representatives shall have requested at least two full business days prior to the First Closing Date (or the applicable Option
Closing Date, as the case may be) and shall be made available for inspection on the business day preceding the First Closing Date (or the applicable Option
Closing Date, as the case may be) at a location in New York City as the Representatives may designate. Time shall be of the essence, and delivery at the time
and place specified in this Agreement is a further condition to the obligations of the Underwriters.

Section 3. Additional Covenants of the Company.
The Company further covenants and agrees with each Underwriter as follows:

(a) Delivery of Registration Statement, Time of Sale Prospectus and Prospectus. The Company shall furnish to you in New York City, without
charge, prior to 10:00 a.m. New York City time on the business day next succeeding the date of this Agreement and during the period when a prospectus
relating to the Offered Shares is required by the Securities Act to be delivered (whether physically or through compliance with Rule 172 under the Securities
Act or any similar rule) in connection with sales of the Offered Shares (the “Prospectus Delivery Period”), as many copies of the Time of Sale Prospectus, the
Prospectus and any supplements and amendments thereto or to the Registration Statement as you may reasonably request.

(b) Representatives’ Review of Proposed Amendments and Supplements. During the Prospectus Delivery Period, the Company (i) will furnish to
the Representatives for review, a reasonable period of time prior to the proposed time of filing of any proposed amendment or supplement to the Registration
Statement, a copy of each such amendment or supplement and (ii) will not amend or supplement the Registration Statement (including any amendment or
supplement through incorporation of any report filed under the Exchange Act) without the Representatives’ prior written consent. Prior to amending or
supplementing any preliminary prospectus, the Time of Sale Prospectus or the Prospectus (including any amendment or supplement through incorporation of
any report filed under the Exchange Act), the Company shall furnish to the Representatives for review, a reasonable amount of time prior to the time of filing
or use of the proposed amendment or supplement, a copy of each such proposed amendment or supplement. The Company shall not file or use any such
proposed amendment or supplement without the Representatives’ prior written consent. The Company shall file with the Commission within the applicable
period specified in Rule 424(b) under the Securities Act any prospectus required to be filed pursuant to such Rule.

(c) Free Writing Prospectuses. The Company shall furnish to the Representatives for review, a reasonable amount of time prior to the proposed
time of filing or use thereof, a copy of each proposed free writing prospectus or any amendment or supplement thereto to be prepared by or on behalf of, used
by, or referred to by the Company, and the Company shall not file, use or refer to any proposed free writing prospectus or any amendment or supplement
thereto without the Representatives’ prior written consent. The Company shall furnish to each Underwriter, without charge, as many copies of any free
writing prospectus prepared by or on behalf of, or used by the Company, as such Underwriter may reasonably request. If at any time during the Prospectus
Delivery Period there occurred or occurs an event or development as a result of which any free writing prospectus prepared by or on behalf of, used by, or
referred to by the Company conflicted or would conflict with the information contained in the Registration Statement or included or would include an untrue
statement of a material fact or omitted or would omit to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances
prevailing at such time, not misleading, the Company shall promptly amend or supplement such free writing prospectus to eliminate or correct such conflict
so that the statements in such free writing prospectus as so amended or supplemented will not include an untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a
material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances prevailing at such time, not misleading, as the case may be;
provided, however, that prior to amending or supplementing any such free writing prospectus, the Company shall furnish to the Representatives for review, a
reasonable amount of time prior to the proposed time of filing or use thereof, a copy of such proposed amended or supplemented free writing prospectus, and
the Company
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shall not file, use or refer to any such amended or supplemented free writing prospectus without the Representatives’ prior written consent.

(d) Filing of Underwriter Free Writing Prospectuses. The Company shall not take any action that would result in an Underwriter or the Company
being required to file with the Commission pursuant to Rule 433(d) under the Securities Act a free writing prospectus prepared by or on behalf of such
Underwriter that such Underwriter otherwise would not have been required to file thereunder.

(e) Amendments and Supplements to Time of Sale Prospectus. If the Time of Sale Prospectus is being used to solicit offers to buy the Offered
Shares at a time when the Prospectus is not yet available to prospective purchasers, and any event shall occur or condition exist as a result of which it is
necessary to amend or supplement the Time of Sale Prospectus so that the Time of Sale Prospectus does not include an untrue statement of a material fact or
omit to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances when delivered to a prospective purchaser, not
misleading, or if any event shall occur or condition exist as a result of which the Time of Sale Prospectus conflicts with the information contained in the
Registration Statement, or if, in the opinion of counsel for the Underwriters, it is necessary to amend or supplement the Time of Sale Prospectus to comply
with applicable law, including the Securities Act, the Company shall (subject to Section 3(b) and Section 3(c) hereof) promptly prepare, file with the
Commission and furnish, at its own expense, to the Underwriters and to any dealer upon request, either amendments or supplements to the Time of Sale
Prospectus so that the statements in the Time of Sale Prospectus as so amended or supplemented will not include an untrue statement of a material fact or omit
to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances when delivered to a prospective purchaser, not
misleading or so that the Time of Sale Prospectus, as amended or supplemented, will no longer conflict with the information contained in the Registration
Statement, or so that the Time of Sale Prospectus, as amended or supplemented, will comply with applicable law.

(f) Certain Notifications and Required Actions. After the date of this Agreement and during the Prospectus Delivery Period, the Company shall
promptly advise the Representatives in writing (i) of the receipt of any comments of, or requests for additional or supplemental information from, the
Commission, (ii) of the time and date of any filing of any post-effective amendment to the Registration Statement or any amendment or supplement to any
preliminary prospectus, the Time of Sale Prospectus, any free writing prospectus or the Prospectus, (iii) of the time and date that any post-effective
amendment to the Registration Statement becomes effective and (iv) of the issuance by the Commission of any stop order suspending the effectiveness of the
Registration Statement or any post-effective amendment thereto or any amendment or supplement to any preliminary prospectus, the Time of Sale Prospectus
or the Prospectus or of any order preventing or suspending the use of any preliminary prospectus, the Time of Sale Prospectus, any free writing prospectus or
the Prospectus, or of any proceedings to remove, suspend or terminate from listing or quotation the Shares from any securities exchange upon which they are
listed for trading or included or designated for quotation, or of the threatening or initiation of any proceedings for any of such purposes. Ifthe Commission
shall enter any such stop order at any time, the Company will use its reasonable best efforts to obtain the lifting of such order at the earliest possible moment.
Additionally, the Company agrees that it shall comply with all applicable provisions of Rule 424(b), Rule 433 and Rule 430B under the Securities Act and
will use its reasonable efforts to confirm that any filings made by the Company under Rule 424(b) or Rule 433 were received in a timely manner by the
Commission.

(g) Amendments and Supplements to the Prospectus and Other Securities Act Matters. If any event shall occur or condition exist at any time
during the Prospectus Delivery Period as a result of which it is necessary to amend or supplement the Prospectus so that the Prospectus does not include an
untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances when the
Prospectus is delivered (whether physically or through compliance with Rule 172 under the Securities Act or any similar rule) to a purchaser, not misleading,
orifin the opinion of the Representatives or counsel for the Underwriters it is otherwise necessary to amend or supplement the Prospectus to comply with
applicable law, the Company agrees (subject to Section 3(b) and Section 3(c) hereof) to promptly prepare, file with the Commission and furnish, at its own
expense, to the Underwriters and to any dealer upon request, amendments or supplements to the Prospectus so that the statements in the Prospectus as so
amended or supplemented will not include an untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements
therein, in the light of the circumstances when the Prospectus is delivered (whether physically or through compliance with Rule 172 under the Securities Act
or any similar rule) to a purchaser, not misleading or so that the Prospectus, as
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amended or supplemented, will comply with applicable law. Neither the Representatives’ consent to, nor delivery of, any such amendment or supplement
shall constitute a waiver of any of the Company’s obligations under Section 3(b) or Section 3(c).

(h) Blue Sky Compliance. The Company shall cooperate with the Representatives and counsel for the Underwriters to qualify or register the Offered
Shares for sale under (or obtain exemptions from the application of) the state securities or blue sky laws or Canadian provincial securities laws of those
jurisdictions designated by the Representatives, shall comply with such laws and shall continue such qualifications, registrations and exemptions in effect so
long as required for the distribution of the Offered Shares; provided, however, that the Company shall not be required to qualify as a foreign corporation or to
take any action that would subject it to general service of process in any such jurisdiction where it is not presently qualified or where it would be subject to
taxation as a foreign corporation. The Company will advise the Representatives promptly of the suspension of the qualification or registration of (or any
such exemption relating to) the Offered Shares for offering, sale or trading in any jurisdiction or any initiation or threat of any proceeding for any such
purpose, and in the event of the issuance of any order suspending such qualification, registration or exemption, the Company shall use its reasonable best
efforts to obtain the withdrawal thereof at the earliest possible moment.

(i) Use of Proceeds. The Company shall apply the net proceeds from the sale of the Offered Shares sold by it in the manner described under the
caption “Use of Proceeds” in the Registration Statement, the Time of Sale Prospectus and the Prospectus.

(j) Transfer Agent. The Company shall engage and maintain, at its expense, a registrar and transfer agent for the Shares.

(k) Earnings Statement. The Company will make generally available to its security holders and to the Representatives as soon as practicable an
earnings statement (which need not be audited) covering a period of at least twelve months beginning with the first fiscal quarter of the Company
commencing after the date of this Agreement that will satisfy the provisions of Section 11(a) of the Securities Act and the rules and regulations of the
Commission thereunder.

(1) Continued Compliance with Securities Laws. The Company will comply with the Securities Act and the Exchange Act so as to permit the
completion of the distribution of the Offered Shares as contemplated by this Agreement, the Registration Statement, the Time of Sale Prospectus and the
Prospectus. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the Company will, during the Prospectus Delivery Period, file on a timely basis with the
Commission and the NASDAQ all reports and documents required to be filed by the Company under the Exchange Act.

(m) Listing. The Company will use its reasonable best efforts to list, subject to notice of issuance, the Offered Shares on the NASDAQ.

(m) Company to Provide Copy of the Prospectus in Form That May be Downloaded from the Internet. If requested by the Representatives, the
Company shall cause to be prepared and delivered, at its expense, within one business day from the effective date of this Agreement, to the Representatives
an “electronic Prospectus” to be used by the Underwriters in connection with the offering and sale of the Offered Shares. As used herein, the term
“electronic Prospectus” means a form of Time of Sale Prospectus, and any amendment or supplement thereto, that meets each of the following conditions:
(1) it shall be encoded in an electronic format, reasonably satisfactory to the Representatives, that may be transmitted electronically by the Representatives
and the other Underwriters to offerees and purchasers of the Offered Shares; (ii) it shall disclose the same information as the paper Time of Sale Prospectus,
except to the extent that graphic and image material cannot be disseminated electronically, in which case such graphic and image material shall be replaced
in the electronic Prospectus with a fair and accurate narrative description or tabular representation of such material, as appropriate; and (iii) it shall be in or
convertible into a paper format or an electronic format, reasonably satisfactory to the Representatives, that will allow investors to store and have
continuously ready access to the Time of Sale Prospectus at any future time, without charge to investors (other than any fee charged for subscription to the
Internet as a whole and for on-line time). The Company hereby confirms that it has included or will include in the Prospectus filed pursuant to EDGAR or
otherwise with the Commission and in the Registration Statement at the time it was declared effective an undertaking that, upon receipt
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of a request by an investor or his or her representative, the Company shall transmit or cause to be transmitted promptly, without charge, a paper copy of the
Time of Sale Prospectus.

(0) Agreement Not to Offer or Sell Additional Shares. During the period commencing on and including the date hereof and continuing through
and including the 90th day following the date of the Prospectus (such period, as the same may be extended as described below, the “Lock-up Period”), the
Company will not, without the prior written consent of the Representatives (which consent may be withheld in their sole discretion), directly or indirectly:

(1) sell, offer to sell, contract to sell or lend any Shares or Related Securities (as defined below); (ii) effect any short sale or establish or increase any “put
equivalent position” (as defined in Rule 16a-1(h) under the Exchange Act) or liquidate or decrease any “call equivalent position “ (as defined in Rule 16a-
1(b) under the Exchange Act) with respect to any Shares or Related Securities; (iii) pledge, hypothecate or grant any security interest in any Shares or Related
Securities; (iv) in any other way transfer or dispose of Shares or Related Securities; (v) enter into any swap, hedge or similar arrangement or agreement that
transfers, in whole or in part, the economic risk of ownership of Shares or Related Securities, regardless of whether any such transaction is to be settled in
securities, in cash or otherwise; (vi) announce the offering of any Shares or Related Securities; (vii) file any registration statement under the Securities Act in
respect of any Shares or Related Securities (other than (a) as contemplated by this Agreement with respect to the Offered Shares or (b) pursuant to a
registration statement on Form S-8 for employee benefit plans); or (viii) publicly announce the intention to do any of the foregoing; provided, however, that
the Company may (i) sell Shares hereunder, (ii) issue Shares (including restricted stock or restricted stock units) or options to purchase Shares, (iii) issue
Shares upon exercise of options or warrants, or (iv) issue Shares in an aggregate amount of not more than 5% of the Shares outstanding at the First Closing
Date, or Related Securities exercisable or exchangeable for or convertible into, a number of Shares, in aggregate, not more than 5% of the Shares outstanding
at the First Closing Date, pursuant to one or more strategic collaborations, licensing transactions or business, product or technology acquisitions (but
excluding transactions principally ofa financing nature); provided, however, that any such issuances under clauses (ii) or (iii) above shall be pursuant to a
stock option, stock bonus or other stock plan or other compensatory arrangement described in the Registration Statement, the Time of Sale Prospectus and
the Prospectus, and additionally that any such issuance under clause (ii) above shall consist only of Shares not transferrable during the Lock-up Period, or
restricted stock units that do not settle in Shares or Related Securities that are transferrable during the Lock-up Period, or options not exercisable during the
Lock-up Period and (b) any such issuances under clause (iv) above shall be conditioned upon the execution by each recipient of such Shares or Related
Securities of a lock-up agreement with the Underwriters prohibiting transfers during the remainder of the Lock-Up Period in a form satisfactory to the
Representatives. For purposes of the foregoing, “Related Securities” shall mean any options or warrants or other rights to acquire Shares or any securities
exchangeable or exercisable for or convertible into Shares, or to acquire other securities or rights ultimately exchangeable or exercisable for, or convertible
into, Shares. If (i) during the last 17 days of the 90-day initial lock-up period, the Company issues an earnings release or discloses material news or a material
event relating to the Company occurs, or (ii) prior to the expiration of such period, the Company announces that it will release earnings results during the 16-
day period beginning on the last day of such period, then in each case the Lock-up Period will be extended until the expiration of the 18-day period
beginning on the date of the issuance of the earnings release or the disclosure of the material news or occurrence of the material event, as applicable, unless
the Representatives waive, in writing, such extension (which waiver may be withheld in their sole discretion, except that such extension will not apply
during any period subsequent to the delivery by the Company of a certificate, signed by the Chief Financial Officer or Chief Executive Officer of the
Company, certifying on behalf of the Company that (i) the Shares are an “actively traded security” (as defined in Regulation M), (ii) the Company meets the
applicable requirements of Rule 139 under the Securities Act in the manner contemplated by FINRA Rule 2711(f)(4), and (iii) the provisions of FINRA

Rule 2711(f)(4) are not applicable to any research reports relating to the Company published or distributed by any of the Underwriters during the 15 days
before or after the last day of the Lock-up Period (before giving effect to such extension). The Company will provide the Representatives with prior notice of
any such announcement that gives rise to an extension of the Lock-up Period.

(p) Future Reports to the Representatives. So long as the Company remains subject to the reporting requirements of the Exchange Act, during the
period of five years from the date of this Agreement, the Company will furnish to the Representatives, c/o Jefferies, at 520 Madison Avenue, New York, New
York 10022, Attention: Global Head of Syndicate and Cowen, at 599 Lexington Avenue, 27" Floor, New York, New York 10022: (i) as soon as practicable
after the end of each fiscal year, copies of the Annual Report of the Company containing the balance sheet of the Company as of the close of such fiscal year
and statements of income, stockholders’ equity and
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cash flows for the year then ended and the opinion thereon of the Company’s independent public or certified public accountants; (ii) as soon as practicable
after the filing thereof, copies of each definitive proxy statement, Annual Report on Form 10-K, Quarterly Report on Form 10-Q, Current Report on Form 8-K
or other report filed by the Company with the Commission or any securities exchange; and (iii) as soon as available, copies of any report or communication
of the Company furnished or made available generally to holders of its capital stock; provided, however, that the requirements of this Section 3(p) shall be
satisfied to the extent that such reports, statement, communications, financial statements or other documents are available on EDGAR.

(q) Investment Limitation. The Company shall not invest or otherwise use the proceeds received by the Company from its sale of the Offered Shares
in such a manner as would require the Company or any of'its subsidiaries to register as an investment company under the Investment Company Act.

(r) No Stabilization or Manipulation; Compliance with Regulation M. The Company will not take, and will ensure that no affiliate of the
Company will take, directly or indirectly, any action designed to or that might be reasonably expected to cause or result in stabilization or manipulation of
the price of the Shares or any reference security (as such term is defined in Regulation M) with respect to the Shares, whether to facilitate the sale or resale of
the Offered Shares or otherwise, and the Company will, and shall cause each of'its affiliates to, comply with all applicable provisions of Regulation M as it
relates to the Company or the Shares.

(s) Enforce Lock-Up Agreements. During the Lock-up Period, the Company will enforce all existing agreements between the Company and any of
its security holders that restrict or prohibit, expressly or in operation, the offer, sale or transfer of Shares or Related Securities or any of the other actions
restricted or prohibited under the terms of the form of Lock-up Agreement. In addition, the Company will direct the transfer agent to place stop transfer
restrictions upon any such securities of the Company that are bound by such “lock-up” agreements for the duration of the periods contemplated in such
agreements, including, without limitation, existing “lock-up” agreements entered into by the Company’s officers and directors pursuant to
Section 6(i) hereof.

(t) Company to Provide Interim Financial Statements. Prior to the First Closing Date and each applicable Option Closing Date, the Company will
furnish the Underwriters, as soon as they have been prepared by or are available to the Company, a copy of any unaudited interim financial statements of the
Company for any period subsequent to the period covered by the most recent financial statements appearing in the Registration Statement and the
Prospectus.

The Representatives, on behalf of the several Underwriters, may, in their sole discretion, waive in writing the performance by the Company of any
one or more of the foregoing covenants or extend the time for their performance.

Section 4. Payment of Expenses. The Company agrees to pay all costs, fees and expenses incurred in connection with the performance of
its obligations hereunder and in connection with the transactions contemplated hereby, including without limitation (i) all expenses incident to the issuance
and delivery of the Offered Shares (including all printing and engraving costs), (ii) all fees and expenses of the registrar and transfer agent of the Shares,

(iii) all necessary issue, transfer and other stamp taxes in connection with the issuance and sale of the Offered Shares to the Underwriters, (iv) all fees and
expenses of the Company’s counsel, independent public or certified public accountants and other advisors, (v) all costs and expenses incurred in connection
with the preparation, printing, filing, shipping and distribution of the Registration Statement (including financial statements, exhibits, schedules, consents
and certificates of experts), the Time of Sale Prospectus, the Prospectus, each free writing prospectus prepared by or on behalf of, used by, or referred to by the
Company, and each preliminary prospectus, and all amendments and supplements thereto, and this Agreement, (vi) all filing fees, attorneys’ fees and
expenses incurred by the Company or the Underwriters in connection with qualifying or registering (or obtaining exemptions from the qualification or
registration of) all or any part of the Offered Shares for offer and sale under the state securities or blue sky laws or the provincial securities laws of Canada,
and, ifrequested by the Representatives, preparing and printing a “Blue Sky Survey” or memorandum and a “Canadian wrapper”, and any supplements
thereto, and advising the Underwriters of such qualifications, registrations, determinations and exemptions, provided, however, that the Company shall not
be responsible for any fees and expenses related to this clause in excess of $20,000 in the aggregate, (vii) the reasonable costs, fees and expenses incurred by
the Underwriters in connection with determining their compliance with the rules and regulations of FINRA related to the Underwriters’
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participation in the offering and distribution of the Offered Shares, including any related filing fees and the legal fees of, and disbursements by, counsel to the
Underwriters, provided, however, that the Company shall not be responsible for any fees or expenses related to this clause in excess of $20,000 in the
aggregate, (viii) the costs and expenses of the Company relating to investor presentations on any “road show” undertaken in connection with the offering of
the Offered Shares, including, without limitation, expenses associated with the preparation or dissemination of any electronic road show, expenses associated
with the production of road show slides and graphics, fees and expenses of any consultants engaged in connection with the road show presentations with the
prior approval of the Company and travel and lodging expenses of the representatives, employees and officers of the Company and any such consultants,

(ix) the fees and expenses associated with listing the Offered Shares on the NASDAQ, and (x) all other fees, costs and expenses of the nature referred to in Item
14 of Part Il of the Registration Statement. Except as provided in this Section 4 or in Section 7, Section 9 or Section 10 hereof, the Underwriters shall pay
their own expenses, including the fees and disbursements of their counsel. Furthermore, the Underwriters shall reimburse the Company up to approximately
$442,750 for reasonable expenses incurred by the Company relating to the offering and sale of the Shares.

Section 5. Covenant of the Underwriters. Each Underwriter severally and not jointly covenants with the Company not to take any action
that would result in the Company being required to file with the Commission pursuant to Rule 433(d) under the Securities Act a free writing prospectus
prepared by or on behalf of such Underwriter that otherwise would not, but for such actions, be required to be filed by the Company under Rule 433(d).

Section 6. Conditions of the Obligations of the Underwriters. The respective obligations of the several Underwriters hereunder to
purchase and pay for the Offered Shares as provided herein on the First Closing Date and, with respect to the Optional Shares, each Option Closing Date, shall
be subject to the accuracy of the representations and warranties on the part of the Company set forth in Section 1 hereof as of the date hereof and as of the
First Closing Date as though then made and, with respect to the Optional Shares, as of each Option Closing Date as though then made, to the timely
performance by the Company of'its covenants and other obligations hereunder, and to each of the following additional conditions:

(a) Comfort Letter. On the date hereof, the Representatives shall have received from Ernst & Young LLP, independent registered public
accountants for the Company, a letter dated the date hereof addressed to the Underwriters, in form and substance satisfactory to the Representatives, with
executed copies for each of the other Underwriters named on the Prospectus cover page, containing statements and information of the type ordinarily
included in accountant’s “comfort letters” to underwriters, delivered according to Statement of Auditing Standards No. 72 (or any successor bulletin), with
respect to the audited and unaudited financial statements audited or reviewed, as applicable, by them and certain financial information contained in the
Registration Statement, the Time of Sale Prospectus, and each free writing prospectus, if any.

(b) Compliance with Registration Requirements; No Stop Order; No Objection from FINRA.
(i) The Company shall have filed the Prospectus with the Commission (including the information previously omitted from the Registration
Statement pursuant to Rule 430B under the Securities Act) in the manner and within the time period required by Rule 424(b) under the Securities Act; or the
Company shall have filed a post-effective amendment to the Registration Statement containing the information previously omitted pursuant to such

Rule 430B, and such post-effective amendment shall have become effective.

(ii) No stop order suspending the effectiveness of the Registration Statement or any post-effective amendment to the Registration
Statement shall be in effect, and no proceedings for such purpose shall have been instituted or threatened by the Commission.

(iii) Ifa filing has been made with FINRA, FINRA shall have raised no objection to the fairness and reasonableness of the underwriting
terms and arrangements.

(¢) No Material Adverse Change. For the period from and after the date of this Agreement and through and including the First Closing Date and,
with respect to any Optional Shares purchased after the First Closing Date,
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each Option Closing Date, in the judgment of the Representatives there shall not have occurred any Material Adverse Change.

(d) Opinion and Negative Assurance Letters of Counsel for the Company. On each of the First Closing Date and each Option Closing Date the
Representatives shall have received the opinion letter and negative assurance letter of Mintz, Levin, Cohn, Ferris, Glovsky and Popeo, P.C., counsel for the
Company, dated as of such date, in the forms attached hereto as Exhibit A-1 and Exhibit A-2, respectively, and to such further effect as the Representatives
shall reasonably request, with executed copies for each of the other Underwriters named on the Prospectus cover page.

(e) Opinion of McCarter & English, LLP. On each of the First Closing Date and each Option Closing Date, the Representatives shall have received
the opinion of McCarter & English, LLP, counsel for the Company with respect to certain of the Company’s intellectual property and patents, dated as of
such date, in the form attached hereto as Exhibit B and to such further effect as the Representatives shall reasonably request, with executed copies for each of
the other Underwriters named on the Prospectus cover page.

() Opinion of Counsel for the Underwriters. On each of the First Closing Date and each Option Closing Date, the Representatives shall have
received the opinion of Cooley LLP, counsel for the Underwriters in connection with the offer and sale of the Offered Shares, in form and substance
satisfactory to the Underwriters, dated as of such date, with executed copies for each of the other Underwriters named on the Prospectus cover page.

(g) Officers’ Certificate. On each of the First Closing Date and each Option Closing Date, the Representatives shall have received a certificate
executed by the Chief Executive Officer or President of the Company and the Chief Financial Officer of the Company, solely in such person’s capacity as
such and not individually, dated as of such date, with executed copies for each of the other Underwriters named on the Prospectus cover page, to the effect set
forth in Section 6(b)(i) and Section 6(b)(ii) and further to the effect that:

(i) forthe period from and including the date of this Agreement through and including such date, there has not occurred any Material
Adverse Change;

(ii) the representations, warranties and covenants of the Company set forth in Section 1 of'this Agreement are true and correct with the same
force and effect as though expressly made on and as of such date; and

(iii) the Company has complied in all material respects with all the agreements hereunder and satisfied all the conditions on its part to be
performed or satisfied hereunder at or prior to such date.

(h) Bring-down Comfort Letter. On each of the First Closing Date and each Option Closing Date, the Representatives shall have received from
Emst & Young LLP, independent registered public accountants for the Company, a letter dated such date, in form and substance satisfactory to the
Representatives, with executed copies for each of the other Underwriters named on the Prospectus cover page, which letter shall (i) reaffirm the statements
made in the letter furnished by them pursuant to Section 6(a), except that the specified date referred to therein for the carrying out of procedures shall be no
more than three business days prior to the First Closing Date or the applicable Option Closing Date, as the case may be; and (ii) cover certain financial
information contained in the Prospectus.

(i) Lock-Up Agreements. On or prior to the date hereof, the Company shall have furnished to the Representatives an agreement in the form of
Exhibit C hereto from each of the persons listed on Exhibit D hereto, and each such agreement shall be in full force and effect on each of the First Closing
Date and each Option Closing Date.

(j) Additional Documents. On or before each of the First Closing Date and each Option Closing Date, the Representatives and counsel for the
Underwriters shall have received such information, documents and opinions as they may reasonably request for the purposes of enabling them to pass upon
the issuance and sale of the Offered Shares as contemplated herein, or in order to evidence the accuracy of any of the representations and warranties, or the
satisfaction of any of the conditions or agreements, herein contained; and all proceedings taken by the Company in connection with the issuance and sale of
the Offered Shares as contemplated herein and in connection with the
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other transactions contemplated by this Agreement shall be reasonably satisfactory in form and substance to the Representatives and counsel for the
Underwriters.

If any condition specified in this Section 6 is not satisfied when and as required to be satisfied and is not waived by the Representatives, this
Agreement may be terminated by the Representatives by notice from the Representatives to the Company at any time on or prior to the First Closing Date
and, with respect to the Optional Shares, at any time on or prior to the applicable Option Closing Date, which termination shall be without liability on the
part of any party to any other party, except that Section 4, Section 7, Section 9 and Section 10 shall at all times be effective and shall survive such
termination.

Section 7. Reimbursement of Underwriters’ Expenses. Ifthis Agreement is terminated by the Representatives pursuant to Section 6,
Section 11 or Section 12, or if the sale to the Underwriters of the Offered Shares on the First Closing Date is not consummated because of any refusal, inability
or failure on the part of the Company to perform any agreement herein or to comply with any provision hereof, the Company agrees to reimburse the
Representatives and the other Underwriters (or such Underwriters as have terminated this Agreement with respect to themselves), severally, upon demand for
all reasonable, documented out-of-pocket expenses that shall have been reasonably incurred by the Representatives and the Underwriters in connection with
the proposed purchase and the offering and sale of the Offered Shares, including but not limited to fees and disbursements of counsel, printing expenses,
travel expenses, postage, facsimile and telephone charges.

Section 8. Effectiveness of this Agreement. This Agreement shall become effective upon the execution and delivery hereof by the parties
hereto.

Section 9. Indemnification.

(a) Indemnification of the Underwriters. The Company agrees to indemnify and hold harmless each Underwriter, its affiliates, directors, officers,
employees and agents, and each person, if any, who controls any Underwriter within the meaning of the Securities Act or the Exchange Act against any loss,
claim, damage, liability or expense, as incurred, to which such Underwriter or such affiliate, director, officer, employee, agent or controlling person may
become subject, under the Securities Act, the Exchange Act, other federal or state statutory law or regulation , or the laws or regulations of foreign
jurisdictions where Offered Shares have been offered or sold or at common law or otherwise (including in settlement of any litigation, if such settlement is
effected with the written consent of the Company), insofar as such loss, claim, damage, liability or expense (or actions in respect thereof as contemplated
below) arises out of or is based upon (i) any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact contained in the Registration Statement, or any
amendment thereto, or the omission or alleged omission to state therein a material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements
therein not misleading; or (ii) any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact included in any preliminary prospectus, the Time of Sale
Prospectus, any free writing prospectus that the Company has used, referred to or filed, or is required to file, pursuant to Rule 433(d) of the Securities Act, any
Marketing Materials (as defined below), or the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement to the foregoing), or the omission or alleged omission to state
therein a material fact necessary in order to make the statements, in the light of the circumstances under which they were made, not misleading; or (iii) any act
or failure to act or any alleged act or failure to act by any Underwriter in connection with, or relating in any manner to, the Shares or the offering
contemplated hereby, and which is included as part of or referred to in any loss, claim, damage, liability or action arising out of or based upon any matter
covered by clause (i) or (ii) above; and to reimburse each Underwriter and each such affiliate, director, officer, employee, agent and controlling person for any
and all reasonable expenses (including the reasonable fees and disbursements of counsel) as such expenses are incurred by such Underwriter or such affiliate,
director, officer, employee, agent or controlling person in connection with investigating, defending, settling, compromising or paying any such loss, claim,
damage, liability, expense or action; provided, however, that the foregoing indemnity agreement shall not apply to any loss, claim, damage, liability or
expense to the extent, but only to the extent, arising out of or based upon any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement or omission or alleged omission
made in reliance upon and in conformity with information relating to any Underwriter furnished to the Company by the Representatives in writing expressly
for use in the Registration Statement, any preliminary prospectus, the Time of Sale Prospectus, any such free writing prospectus, any Marketing Materials or
the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement thereto), it being understood and agreed that the only such information consists of the information
described in Section 9(b) below. The indemnity agreement set forth in this Section 9(a) shall be in addition to any liabilities that the Company may
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otherwise have. “Marketing Materials” means any materials or information provided to investors by, or with the approval of, the Company in connection
with the marketing of the offering of the Offered Shares, including any road show or investor presentations made to investors by the Company (whether in
person or electronically).

(b) Indemnification of the Company and its Directors and Officers. Each Underwriter agrees, severally and not jointly, to indemnify and hold
harmless the Company, each of'its directors, each of'its officers who signed the Registration Statement and each person, if any, who controls the Company
within the meaning of the Securities Act or the Exchange Act, against any loss, claim, damage, liability or expense, as incurred, to which the Company, or
any such director, officer or controlling person may become subject, under the Securities Act, the Exchange Act, or other federal or state statutory law or
regulation, or at common law or otherwise (including in settlement of any litigation, if such settlement is effected with the written consent of such
Underwriter), insofar as such loss, claim, damage, liability or expense (or actions in respect thereof as contemplated below) arises out of or is based upon
(i) any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact contained in the Registration Statement, or any amendment thereto, or any omission or
alleged omission to state therein a material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein not misleading or (ii) any untrue
statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact included in any preliminary prospectus, the Time of Sale Prospectus, any free writing prospectus that
the Company has used, referred to or filed, or is required to file, pursuant to Rule 433 of the Securities Act, or the Prospectus (or any such amendment or
supplement) or the omission or alleged omission to state therein a material fact necessary in order to make the statements, in the light of the circumstances
under which they were made, not misleading, in each case to the extent, but only to the extent, that such untrue statement or alleged untrue statement or
omission or alleged omission was made in the Registration Statement, such preliminary prospectus, the Time of Sale Prospectus, such free writing prospectus
that the Company has used, referred to or filed, or is required to file, pursuant to Rule 433(d) of the Securities Act, the Prospectus (or any such amendment or
supplement), in reliance upon and in conformity with information relating to such Underwriter furnished to the Company by the Representatives in writing
expressly for use therein; and to reimburse the Company, or any such director, officer or controlling person for any and all reasonable expenses (including the
reasonable fees and disbursements of counsel) as such expenses are incurred by the Company, or any such director, officer or controlling person in
connection with investigating, defending, settling, compromising or paying any such loss, claim, damage, liability, expense or action. The Company hereby
acknowledges that the only information that the Representatives has furnished to the Company expressly for use in the Registration Statement, any
preliminary prospectus, the Time of Sale Prospectus, any free writing prospectus that the Company has filed, or is required to file, pursuant to Rule 433(d) of
the Securities Act, or the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement to the foregoing) are the statements set forth in the third paragraph under the caption
“Underwriting,” the first paragraph under the caption “Underwriting—Commission and Expenses,” and the first four paragraphs under the caption
“Underwriting—Stabilization” in the Preliminary Prospectus Supplement and the Final Prospectus Supplement. The indemnity agreement set forth in this
Section 9(b) shall be in addition to any liabilities that each Underwriter may otherwise have.

(¢) Notifications and Other Indemnification Procedures. Promptly after receipt by an indemnified party under this Section 9 of notice of the
commencement of any action, such indemnified party will, if a claim in respect thereofis to be made against an indemnifying party under this Section 9,
notify the indemnifying party in writing of the commencement thereof, but the omission so to notify the indemnifying party will not relieve the
indemnifying party from any liability which it may have to any indemnified party to the extent the indemnifying party is not materially prejudiced as a
proximate result of such failure and shall not in any event relieve the indemnifying party from any liability that it may have otherwise than on account of this
indemnity agreement. In case any such action is brought against any indemnified party and such indemnified party seeks or intends to seek indemnity from
an indemnifying party, the indemnifying party will be entitled to participate in, and, to the extent that it shall elect, jointly with all other indemnifying
parties similarly notified, by written notice delivered to the indemnified party promptly after receiving the aforesaid notice from such indemnified party, to
assume the defense thereof with counsel reasonably satisfactory to such indemnified party; provided, however, that if the defendants in any such action
include both the indemnified party and the indemnifying party and the indemnified party shall have reasonably concluded that a conflict may arise between
the positions of the indemnifying party and the indemnified party in conducting the defense of any such action (other than a conflict resulting solely from
the indemnified party’s right under this Section 9 for indemnification by the indemnifying party or the indemnified party’s right under Section 10 hereofto
contribution by the indemnifying party) or that there may be legal defenses available to it and/or other indemnified parties which are different from or
additional to those available to the indemnifying party, the indemnified party or parties shall have the right to select separate counsel to assume such legal
defenses and to
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otherwise participate in the defense of such action on behalf of such indemnified party or parties. Upon receipt of notice from the indemnifying party to such
indemnified party of such indemnifying party’s election so to assume the defense of such action and approval by the indemnified party of counsel, the
indemnifying party will not be liable to such indemnified party under this Section 9 for any legal or other expenses subsequently incurred by such
indemnified party in connection with the defense thereofunless (i) the indemnified party shall have employed separate counsel in accordance with the
proviso to the preceding sentence (it being understood, however, that the indemnifying party shall not be liable for the fees and expenses of more than one
separate counsel (together with local counsel), representing the indemnified parties who are parties to such action), which counsel (together with any local
counsel) for the indemnified parties shall be selected by the Representatives (in the case of counsel for the indemnified parties referred to in

Section 9(a) above) or by the Company (in the case of counsel for the indemnified parties referred to in Section 9(b) above)) or (ii) the indemnifying party
shall not have employed counsel reasonably satisfactory to the indemnified party to represent the indemnified party within a reasonable time after notice of
commencement of the action or (iii) the indemnifying party has authorized in writing the employment of counsel for the indemnified party at the expense of
the indemnifying party, in each of which cases the fees and expenses of counsel shall be at the expense of the indemnifying party and shall be paid as they
are incurred.

(d) Settlements. The indemnifying party under this Section 9 shall not be liable for any settlement of any proceeding effected without its written
consent, but if settled with such consent or if there be a final judgment for the plaintiff, the indemnifying party agrees to indemnify the indemnified party
against any loss, claim, damage, liability or expense by reason of such settlement or judgment. Notwithstanding the foregoing sentence, if at any time an
indemnified party shall have requested an indemnifying party to reimburse the indemnified party for fees and expenses of counsel as contemplated by
Section 9(c) hereof, the indemnifying party shall be liable for any settlement of any proceeding effected without its written consent if (i) such settlement is
entered into more than 30 days after receipt by such indemnifying party of the aforesaid request and (ii) such indemnifying party shall not have reimbursed
the indemnified party in accordance with such request prior to the date of such settlement. No indemnifying party shall, without the prior written consent of
the indemnified party, effect any settlement, compromise or consent to the entry of judgment in any pending or threatened action, suit or proceeding in
respect of which any indemnified party is or could have been a party and indemnity was or could have been sought hereunder by such indemnified party,
unless such settlement, compromise or consent includes an unconditional release of such indemnified party from all liability on claims that are the subject
matter of such action, suit or proceeding and does not include an admission of fault or culpability or a failure to act by or on behalf of such indemnified party.

Section 10. Contribution. Ifthe indemnification provided for in Section 9 is for any reason held to be unavailable to or otherwise
insufficient to hold harmless an indemnified party in respect of any losses, claims, damages, liabilities or expenses referred to therein, then each indemnifying
party shall contribute to the aggregate amount paid or payable by such indemnified party, as incurred, as a result of any losses, claims, damages, liabilities or
expenses referred to therein (i) in such proportion as is appropriate to reflect the relative benefits received by the Company, on the one hand, and the
Underwriters, on the other hand, from the offering of the Offered Shares pursuant to this Agreement or (ii) if the allocation provided by clause (i) above is not
permitted by applicable law, in such proportion as is appropriate to reflect not only the relative benefits referred to in clause (i) above but also the relative
fault of the Company, on the one hand, and the Underwriters, on the other hand, in connection with the statements or omissions which resulted in such losses,
claims, damages, liabilities or expenses, as well as any other relevant equitable considerations. The relative benefits received by the Company, on the one
hand, and the Underwriters, on the other hand, in connection with the offering of the Offered Shares pursuant to this Agreement shall be deemed to be in the
same respective proportions as the total proceeds from the offering of the Offered Shares pursuant to this Agreement (before deducting expenses) received by
the Company, and the total underwriting discounts and commissions received by the Underwriters, in each case as set forth on the front cover page of the
Prospectus, bear to the aggregate initial public offering price of the Offered Shares as set forth on such cover. The relative fault of the Company, on the one
hand, and the Underwriters, on the other hand, shall be determined by reference to, among other things, whether any such untrue or alleged untrue statement
of a material fact or omission or alleged omission to state a material fact relates to information supplied by the Company, on the one hand, or the
Underwriters, on the other hand, and the parties’ relative intent, knowledge, access to information and opportunity to correct or prevent such statement or
omission.

The amount paid or payable by a party as a result of the losses, claims, damages, liabilities and expenses referred to above shall be deemed to
include, subject to the limitations set forth in Section 9(c), any legal or other
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fees or expenses reasonably incurred by such party in connection with investigating or defending any action or claim. The provisions set forth in
Section 9(c) with respect to notice of commencement of any action shall apply if a claim for contribution is to be made under this Section 10; provided,
however, that no additional notice shall be required with respect to any action for which notice has been given under Section 9(c) for purposes of
indemnification.

The Company and the Underwriters agree that it would not be just and equitable if contribution pursuant to this Section 10 were determined by pro
rata allocation (even if the Underwriters were treated as one entity for such purpose) or by any other method of allocation which does not take account of the
equitable considerations referred to in this Section 10.

Notwithstanding the provisions of this Section 10, no Underwriter shall be required to contribute any amount in excess of the underwriting
discounts and commissions received by such Underwriter in connection with the Offered Shares underwritten by it and distributed to the public. No person
guilty of fraudulent misrepresentation (within the meaning of Section 11(f) of the Securities Act) shall be entitled to contribution from any person who was
not guilty of such fraudulent misrepresentation. The Underwriters’ obligations to contribute pursuant to this Section 10 are several, and not joint, in
proportion to their respective underwriting commitments as set forth opposite their respective names on Schedule A. For purposes of this Section 10, each
affiliate, director, officer, employee and agent of an Underwriter and each person, if any, who controls an Underwriter within the meaning of the Securities Act
or the Exchange Act shall have the same rights to contribution as such Underwriter, and each director of the Company, each officer of the Company who
signed the Registration Statement, and each person, ifany, who controls the Company within the meaning of the Securities Act and the Exchange Act shall
have the same rights to contribution as the Company.

Section 11. Default of One or More of the Several Underwriters. If, on the First Closing Date or any Option Closing Date any one or
more of the several Underwriters shall fail or refuse to purchase Offered Shares that it or they have agreed to purchase hereunder on such date, and the
aggregate number of Offered Shares which such defaulting Underwriter or Underwriters agreed but failed or refused to purchase does not exceed 10% of the
aggregate number of the Offered Shares to be purchased on such date, the Representatives may make arrangements satisfactory to the Company for the
purchase of such Offered Shares by other persons, including any of the Underwriters, but if no such arrangements are made by such date, the other
Underwriters shall be obligated, severally and not jointly, in the proportions that the number of Firm Shares set forth opposite their respective names on
Schedule A bears to the aggregate number of Firm Shares set forth opposite the names of all such non-defaulting Underwriters, or in such other proportions as
may be specified by the Representatives with the consent of the non-defaulting Underwriters, to purchase the Offered Shares which such defaulting
Underwriter or Underwriters agreed but failed or refused to purchase on such date. If, on the First Closing Date or any Option Closing Date any one or more of
the Underwriters shall fail or refuse to purchase Offered Shares and the aggregate number of Offered Shares with respect to which such default occurs exceeds
10% ofthe aggregate number of Offered Shares to be purchased on such date, and arrangements satisfactory to the Representatives and the Company for the
purchase of such Offered Shares are not made within 48 hours after such default, this Agreement shall terminate without liability of any party to any other
party except that the provisions of Section 4, Section 7, Section 9 and Section 10 shall at all times be effective and shall survive such termination. In any
such case either the Representatives or the Company shall have the right to postpone the First Closing Date or the applicable Option Closing Date, as the
case may be, but in no event for longer than seven days in order that the required changes, if any, to the Registration Statement and the Prospectus or any
other documents or arrangements may be effected.

As used in this Agreement, the term “Underwriter” shall be deemed to include any person substituted for a defaulting Underwriter under this
Section 11. Any action taken under this Section 11 shall not relieve any defaulting Underwriter from liability in respect of any default of such Underwriter
under this Agreement.

Section 12. Termination of this Agreement. Prior to the purchase of the Firm Shares by the Underwriters on the First Closing Date, this
